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Laura is 25 and had recently gained a Masters Degree with Distinction from the Royal College of Music . She was supported generously by the The Arts and Humanities Research Council. 

Laura was a student at Chetham’s School of Music, Manchester, from 1997 – 2004, where she studied flute with Rachel Holt and was principal flute of The National Youth Orchestra of Great Britain for two years.

Early successes include being the youngest ever winner of the Shell/LSO Scholarship in 2001, performing a concerto with the London Symphony Orchestra at the Royal Festival Hall. In 2002 she performed a flute concerto with the London Charity Orchestra at St. John’s Smith Square followed by a live broadcast on BBC Radio 3. In the same year she reached the National Woodwind Finals of the BBC Young Musician Competition. She performed the Ibert flute concerto with the Chetham’s Symphony Orchestra in May 2004.

Laura has played at many of the major concert halls in Britain, including the Royal Albert Hall at the Proms, and has been pleased to take part in live radio, TV and Internet broadcasts. She has had the privilege of working under the direction of world renowned conductors such as Sir Simon Rattle, Sir Colin Davies, and Yan Pascal Tortelier.

At the RCM Laura studied under Jaime Martin, gave flute recitals at St. Martin’s in the Fields, performed in orchestras in venues such as the Cadogan Hall and St. John Smiths Square. She won the RCM Senior woodwind prize, the RCM concerto competition – leading to a performance of the Hue Fantasie with the RCM Sinfonietta. 

Recent successes include receiving the Worshipful Company of Musicians Silver Medal and becoming the winner of The Royal Overseas Music Competition 2008 receiving the Gold Medal and Worshipful Company of Dyers Award for Wind and Percussion. She is currently on the Countess of Munster Recital Scheme, performing for music societies around Britain, and is freelancing with orchestras such as the London Philharmonic Orchestra, The London Mozart Players, Royal Philharmonic Orchestra, BBC Philharmonic Orchestra and London Sinfonietta.

Recent engagements have included the Brighton Festival, the Edinburgh Fringe Festival, Wigmore Hall, and concerto performances with the Westminster Philharmonic Orchestra and Reading Symphony Orchestra. For the past few months Laura has been playing principal flute with the London Philharmonic at the prestigious Glyndebourne Opera House. Future engagements include touring with the LPO and recitals with her pianist Daniel Swain and the Sally Pryce Ensemble.
